· Say NO:  Contact your U.S. Representative and urge him or her to reject Rep. Ryan’s FY 2012 budget proposal that would severely cut Medicare, Medicaid, and other safety net programs for people with disabilities, older adults, and children, and give the savings in tax breaks to the wealthiest.
· Veto Pen Out: By a vote of 236-183 (4 Democrats voting for) the House approved H.R. 1217 to defund the ACA’s Prevention and Public Health Fund. Even if Senate were to adopt, which is unlikely, the President will veto the bill. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Say Yes to Suicide Prevention Act Extension: A bipartisan group of Senators (Durbin, D-IL; Reed, D-RI; Murkowski, R-AK; Udall, D-NM; Bingaman, D-NM; and Begich, D-AK) have introduced S. 740 to extend the Garrett Lee Smith Memorial Act, making up to $45 million available to continues Federal youth suicide prevention programs.
